COIL (Collaborative Online International Learning) is an innovative
teaching methodology that connects academic courses from
different Ulysseus higher education institutions virtually. This
approach fosters cross-cultural collaboration by bringing students
and teachers together in a virtual space to learn, discuss, and
collaborate as part of their regular classes.

INntroduction to COIL

Designed exclusively for students, COIL provides a transnational
educational experience by integrating classrooms across countries.
Each course should be part of the curriculum and involve at least
two teachers from participating institutions.

For you as the educator, COIL offers the chance to enhance cross-
cultural collaboration while providing students with valuable
opportunities to improve their global awareness, intercultural
communication, and digital skills, transforming their learning into a
transnational experience.

Basic elements of Ulysseus Collaborative Online International
Learning are:

e Collaboration between teachers frorm two (or more) Ulysseus
partner universities in any discipline: Teachers collaborate
with colleagues at the partner university within their own,
thematically similar course and bring their students together
online in a virtual space. Also, interdisciplinary settings are
welcome.

e Virtual Learning activities, where students jointly work on a
task, case or project in internationally mixed teams as part of
their studies at their local institution. The COIL should be an
integral part of the curriculum/part of an existing class.

e [ffective COIL collaborations take place over several weeks
(modules) or ideally throughout the entire course/semester to
foster meaningful and qualitative intercultural online
collaboration among students.

e Students are graded and receive credits for the course at their
own horme university.

Funding and Financial
Procedures

This seed funding supports academics in co-creating a COIL course,
enabling teachers to meet in person for joint design and planning.

e Theseed fund may cover per COIL application:
travel accommodation, daily allowance, other eligible costs
(max. 2500 €).

e The funds will be paid out to the applicant(s) (= travelling
teacher) by his/her/their Ulysseus home university.

e T[he funds cannot be paid out as a salary or teaching load.
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e [Expenditures will be reimbursed on real cost incurred

based on supporting documents (i.e. invoices, travel
tickets).

e Travel costs incurred must be compliant with the local

university “s travel policy and regulations and economically
justifiable.

e Proof of delivery:

after the activities incurred, a short report of the
expenditures, meetings/activities and attendance sheets
(in case of travel) signed by the participants.

e Should the outcome (COIL) not be delivered as agreed, the

eight Ulysseus higher education institutions reserve the
right to demand repayment of the expenditures incurred
or disbursed by the applicant.

Eligibility and Evaluation Criteria

Seed funding projects must involve at least two lecturers from two
different Ulysseus partner universities.

Selection criteria:

Expected added value for teaching and learning in Ulysseus
(benefitting students/staff)

Relevance of academic expertise on the topic
Clearly formulated budget and goals
Realistic work plan with clear deliverables (COIL or Joint Virtual

Course)
Letter of support from partner university
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Crant Information and Timeline

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Application Procedure

e Applications should be submitted by the travelling partner only.

e VYou already know with which partner/teacher you want to co-
create a COIL and have received confirmation from your Head of
Department/ Supervisor and the partner university.

The selection process consists of two phases:

1. Applications will be evaluated internally within each partner
university to create a preliminary selection.

2. The Ulysseus Joint Education Committee, with representatives
from all eight Ulysseus partner universities, will then make the
final selection from these candidates.
